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From Mr John Edilson

Looking back over the period since the initial Canterbury 
earthquake of September 2010 the Christchurch Adventist 
School ( CAS) , has been through quite a journey. The result 
of the almost continuous seismic activity during 2010 and 
2011 meant, for many reasons, a number of ‘our’ students 
left CAS and by mid 2012 the student roll had fallen to circa 
162. At that stage a deliberate decision had to be made as 
to whether to accept that CAS will need to continue to exist 
as a small integrated  Christian School or move forward and 
put strategies in place to address the decline in student 
numbers.

After appropriate discussions with stake holders a decision 
was made to accept the option of arresting the decline and 
striving to grow student numbers, and the results have been 
very positive, with CAS  finishing the 2014 academic year with 
a full student roll of some 245 and an enrolment waiting list.

Such growth can bring challenges, the most important of 
which, is to ensure the  retention of  the culture of the school 
and to continue to be an educational provider that delivers 
quality education in a practical Christian environment.

STAR funding is money which comes to our 
Secondary Department from the Ministry of 
Education, and is aimed at facilitating the 
transition of school students into further 
education, training and employment.  The 
courses offered this year included general 
skills (Communication and Leadership, 
Interview Techniques, Advanced Customer 
Service, Adventure Based Learning at 
Boyle River, First Aid) and more specific 
skills (Song Writing, Careers with Children, 
Graphic Design, Basic Food Safety, Barista, 
Radio and Journalism, and a Trade Taster 
course).  The students have benefited greatly 
by adding to their credit counts for NCEA 
Level 1, 2 and 3, and learning or improving 
skills for use in future employment.

Gateway is a programme for Year 12 and 13 
students. This programme gives the student 
the opportunity to go out to work and 
experience one day a week in their chosen 
career path. This provides a wonderful 
opportunity for students to help decide 
whether this pathway is the right one for 
them, while at the same time, being able to 
earn credits towards their NCEA Level Two 
and Three. CAS has had eight students on 
Gateway in 2014, working in the following 
areas: Nursing, Early Childhood, Design and 
Technology, Welding, Building/Carpentry 
and Painting/Paperhanging. Well done to all 
students involved.

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ESOL/LEARNING SUPPORT

Our wonderful department has three purposes.  Firstly, Ms Ah Siu and classroom teachers support English Language 
Learners (ELL) to learn to speak, read and write English.  Secondly, students who are high achievers or gifted and 
talented in various essential learning areas or activities are identified and extended appropriately through classroom 
programmes.  Thirdly, we provide literacy-based programmes to help students thrive in this vital area.

Mrs Proud and Mrs Page work in the literacy programmes.  Mrs Proud takes individual students for Sight Word Probes 
to increase their immediate recognition of high frequency words to support reading and writing.  She also works with 
individual students on the Bannatyne Reading, Writing, Spelling and Language Programme.  Mrs Page works with 
groups of students on a software based programme called Steps to Literacy that is designed to develop the processing 
skills involved in literacy.  

The ESOL programme is for learners who have English as their second language. Our aim at CAS is to help these bilingual 
learners achieve alongside their peers in the mainstream classes. We have established a robust set of procedures 
for identification and monitoring students’ English language learning needs. The ESOL programme at CAS provides 
twofold support- in class and through withdrawal groups. It also provides intensive English Language support for 
students who need it.

The withdrawal programme is largely a topic based oral language programme covering topics that are related to the 
integrated study each term. Each topic is introduced prior to the topic being studied in class. This empowers the 
learners, providing them with background knowledge, an understanding of key concepts, and a language base to build 
on. 

Working with students who have English as their second language is both challenging and rewarding. We get to learn 
from the students about their language, culture, and beliefs. Students are encouraged to maintain their first language 
where possible. Research shows that children with strong first language skills are more ready and able to learn a second 
language.  In other words, it’s difficult to build a second language if the first language foundation is not established 
and supported while the second language is being learned. This year our bilingual learners have been well supported 
through the class programme as well as through the ESOL programme. Many of our bilingual learners who arrived at 
school with minimal English are making very good progress.
